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**** Justification ****
This section lists the information elements marked as For Further Study, along with Vodafone's proposal for the presence information element, with justification. The actual change request is at the end of the document.

· High Layer Compatibility (NC & NP)
High Layer Compatibility is not required in ICA. In fact, the gsmSCF is unlikely to have the necessary information to populate this IE.
· Calling Party Number (NP)
The Calling Party Number should be mandatory for NP. It is possible to use the current CAMEL subscriber (who will be charged for the call). However, the Calling Party Number should be, at the very least, optional. If the Calling Party Number is optional, the MSC will need to check if the Calling Party Number is present, if it is not present then the MSC will need to retrieve the number of the CAMEL subscriber for inclusion in the IAM. It would simplify the implementation if the gsmSCF always sent down the Calling Party Number.
· Basic Service Code (NC & NP)
The Basic Service should be mandatory for NC and NP. For NC, the MSC needs to know what basic service should be used for the new call. For NP, the MSC could assume that the same basic service should be used, but if Basic Service were optional, the MSC would require more processing. Hence, it should be left to the gsmSCF to select the basic service.
· Location Number (NC & NP)
Location Number is not required for NP, as the MSC will already know the location of the CAMEL subscriber. For NC, the Location Number may be available (if the gsmSCF performed ATI before ICA) so could be provided to the MSC.
· Bearer Capability (NC & NP)
It is not possible for the gsmSCF to provide the bearer capability as it will not have enough information to populate this IE. If necessary, the MSC can populate it.
· Call Reference Number (NC & NP)
The Call Reference number should be mandatory for both NC and NP. The MSC uses the Call Reference Number in the MSC call record. For NP calls, it is possible for the MSC to use the existing Call Reference Number so it could be optional, however then we would need to define rules for the treatment when the Call Reference Number is included and different from the existing Call Reference Number etc. It would ease standardisation effort and implementation if the gsmSCF always sends down the Call Reference Number associated with the new call leg, and the MSC should use that Call Reference Number for the new call leg, without any comparison checks with other Call Reference Numbers.
· gsmSCF Address (NC & NP)
The gsmSCF Address should be mandatory for both NC and NP. Without the gsmSCF address, the Call Reference Number is not unique.
