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**** Justification ****
This section lists the information elements marked as For Further Study, along with Vodafone's proposal for the presence information element, with justification. The actual change request is at the end of the document.

· Alerting Pattern (NC & NP)
The Alerting Pattern should be optional for NC. If an ICA containing an MSISDN is sent down to a GMSC, followed by a CWA containing the Alerting Pattern, the GMSC will include the Alerting Pattern in the SRI, the HLR will send the Alerting Pattern to the VLR in the PRN in the usual way. Hence, it should be service logic dependent. (The Alerting Pattern can also be included in SRI for ICA as an alternative method).
The Alerting Pattern is not required for NP, as it can not be carried in the IAM.
· Suppression of Announcements (NC & NP)
Suppression of Announcements should be optional for both NC and NP. For NC, there is no one to hear the announcements, but the gsmSCF may wish to suppress them anyway. For NP, the new leg may be moved into a different Call Segment before Answer, so it may be necessary to suppress the announcements.
· Basic OR Interrogation Requested (NP)
Basic OR Interrogation Requested should be optional for NP as the gsmSCF may identify that the new leg would benefit from being optimally routed.
· Backward Service Interaction Indicator (NP)
The Backward Service Interaction Indicator could be used for NP. In this case, it would restrict the actions the CAMEL subscriber could perform on the call segment association. However, the call segment association may already have a Backward Service Interaction Indicator present from the gsmSCF so this could add complexity in the MSC. However, as it has been decided that the Backward Service Interaction Indicator cannot contain any IEs, there is no need for it in NP.
· Non-CUG Call (NC) 
Non-CUG Call is not required for NC. CUG information for NC is only available if the gsmSCF sends it in the CWA message. 
· Suppress Outgoing Call Barring (NP)
Suppress Outgoing Call Barring should be optional for NP. This IE is only used in the VMSC of the CAMEL subscriber (where Outgoing Call Barrings are known). If the new party is initiated from a GMSC, Outgoing Call Barrings will be suppressed (as the GMSC will not know the subscriber information), so an explicit instruction to suppress OCB is not required. However, to simplify service logic in the gsmSCF, it should be possible to send the Suppress Outgoing Call Barring to both the VMSC and the GMSC.

Description

This information flow requests the gsmSSF to continue the call processing with modified information at the DP at which it previously suspended call processing to await gsmSCF instructions. The gsmSSF completes DP processing, and continues basic call processing (i.e., proceeds to the next point in call in the BCSM) with the modified call setup information as received from the gsmSCF.
