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Stage 1 states: If a control relationship exists between the CSE and the IPLMN/VPLMN of the served subscriber, then at any time during the call the CSE can instruct the IPLMN/VPLMN of the served subscriber to create additional parties in the call. That is, even if the original call is during call establishment and still may receive a connect operation a new party may be created in an additional CS. The creation of this new party brings the CSA into the 'multiple CS' state. However this shall not forbid to send any longer a Connect operation. It should not be necessary to wait until this leg has been deleted again.

Furthermore Connect shall also be allowed as usual for re-connection. This shall be independent on how the leg was created.

As agreed since a long time: it shall not be allowed to create the second leg for an gsmSCF initiated call via the Connect operation.
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Introduction of the Connect operation into the multiple CS state of the Process CSA_gsmSSF.
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Other comments:
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Still as N2-010168: A CONNECT operation may be sent for the initial CS for an originating, terminating or forwarded call. This may be done also after the gsmSCF has sent an ICA for an additional party.
