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The CN2 Editor's meeting have agreed a number of general drafting principles to be applied to TS 23.078. This document lists those principles, and will be presented to CN2#23 in April for Information.

· The text "following subclause" or "next table" will be avoided. Subclauses will be referenced by number, and for tables we use "in a table below"

· MAP/CAP/ISUP information flow names are written in full in the text (but not abbreviated). SDLs may still contain abbreviations

· MAP/CAP information flows will not have MAP/CAP written in front. ISUP information flows are explicitly identified

· "information flow" will be used (instead of "message" or "operation")

· Information flow names will be separated by spaces (not underscores)

· Event names (e.g. No Answer and Not Reachable) should be capitalised (first letter of each word)

· On receipt of e.g. Continue, "existing call parameters" will be used – not "original call parameters"

· / will not be used as a replacement for "or". / means "culmination of". Hence, GMSC/gsmSSF is allowed (GMSC and gsmSSF are the same physical entity) but GMSC/MSC is not allowed (need to write "GMSC or MSC")

· IE names should be written with the first letter of each word in upper case (exceptions are gsmSCF, gsmSSF etc. and e-values)

· IE names should not be surrounded by quotation marks or apostrophes

· All references to "this specification" should be changed to "the present document"

· The hyphen in e-values should be non-breaking.
