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It is currently planned to support in CAMEL Phase 3 the Mid Call Detection Point only for DTMF signals.





CS2 compatible Call Party Handling requires however that all legs of a Call Segment are under control of the SCF and that the gsmSCF has exact knowledge of the current Connection View of a Call Segment.





It is e.g. not allowed that a call leg is created or added to a Call Segment, which is not known to the gsmSCF. If however a party is put on hold or a Multi Party call is set-up by means of functional A-interface operations (Hold/Retrieve, Build Multi Party/Split Multi Party), this implies a change of the CSCV which is not known to the gsmSCF.





Even if it is not required to handle Call Hold, Explicit Call Transfer and Multi Party calls, etc. via CAMEL Phase 3 Call Party Handling, the gsmSCF should be notified about a change of the CSCV which is initiated with these A-interface messages. It seems therefore necessary to support the Mid Call Detection Point for all functional A-interface messages which result in a change of the CSCV at least as EDP-N.





For the same reason, the Mid Call Detection Point must also be supported in the VMSC for the terminating BCSM.
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
