10.2.1	Registration of Call Forwarding

The functional behaviour for the registration of the Call Forwarding supplementary service is defined in GSM 03.82. The procedure specific to CAMEL is defined in this subclause:

Figure 55:	Procedure CAMEL_Check_CF_Interaction�If the HLR receives a request from a CAMEL subscriber with O-CSI to register a forwarded-to number (FTN) and the TIF-CSI is absent, the HLR shall apply the usual procedure defined in TS GSM 03.82.

If the HLR receives a request from a CAMEL subscriber with O-CSI to register a forwarded-to number (FTN) and the TIF-CSI is present, the HLR shall store the number in the format entered by the CAMEL subscriber; it shall not attempt to convert the number into international E.164 format and it shall not attempt to perform any translation, number format checks, prohibited FTN checks or conditional call barring checks.

This procedure shall apply even if  the VMSC does not support CAMEL phase2. 

When a CAMEL subscriber with O-CSI and TIF-CSI registers in a new MSC/VLR area, the HLR shall not check the interactions with conditional call barring.

10.2.2	Invocation of Call Forwarding

The functional behaviour for the invocation of the Call Forwarding supplementary service is defined in GSM 03.18. The following additional requirements apply.

When the HLR sends the FTN to a VLR or an MSC (during the  subscriber data management procedure or when early call forwarding is invoked), the HLR shall send the FTN in the format in which it was stored in the HLR. The VLR shall not carry out any checks on the format of the FTN.

When a CAMEL subscriber with O-CSI interrogates an unconditional call forwarding service, the responding entity (HLR) shall return the status registered and the FTN in the format in which it was stored in the HLR.

When call forwarding is invoked for a CAMEL subscriber with O-CSI, the gsmSSF shall send the FTN to the gsmSCF in the format in which it was received from the HLR.

An HLR shall not send an FTN which is not in international E.164 format to a VLR or GMSC which does not support CAMEL phase 2, i.e. . In this case, 

-	if the HLR is sending subscriber data to a VLR, it shall send the status of the call forwarding as 'provisioned, not registered'.

-	if the HLR is handling a request from a GMSC for routeing information and the forwarded-to number is registered a format other than international E.164, the service logic in the HLR shall behave as if the call forwarding is provisioned but not registered.

10.3 Call Barring services 

When a CAMEL subscriber with O-CSI and TIF-CSI attempts to activate a conditional call barring service (BOIC,BOIC-exHC), the HLR shall not check the interactions with call forwarding.

When a CAMEL subscriber with O-CSI and TIF-CSI registers in a new MSC/VLR area, the HLR shall not check the interactions with call forwarding.
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
