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T1P1.5 thanks SMG2 WPA for their comments in the liaison letter (Tdoc SMG2 487/99) on LCS CR 04.08 and 08.08. Below are our answers to the specific questions raised in the LS.

04.08

· Section 3.4.4 has been reworded according to your recommendation. 

· Section 10.5.3.3 has been updated with a CM service Type information element which is ‘1011’ according to the comment from SMG3  WPA in liaison letter Tdoc N1-99165 (T1P1.5/99-273). 

· The updated CR to 04.08 has been approved by T1P1.5 LCS meeting on 4/26/99.

Encapsulation of signalling information between MLC and BSS using MSC as a relay

We appreciate your comments on this issue of MSC transparency. We also see a future potential of transparent signalling between MLC and not only BSC but also other nodes in BSS. We will modify the CR to 08.08 and the signalling procedure accordingly. A generic Location Information Command will be sent from MLC to BSS for any positioning request and BSS will respond with Location Information Report containing either, in the case of success, the result, or in the case of failure, a cause value. These two messages will contain an information element Location Information which contains the location related information. 
We want to point out that the aforementioned modification has also impacts to a number of other GSM specifications, including GSM 03.71 (Stage 2), 09.02 and 09.08, which will be modified accordingly. 

In addition, the information encapsulated in Location Information needs to be placed at some suitable location. We feel that a new TS should be created for this purpose. However, creating a new TS puts the approval of Phase I at SMG#29 at risk, which contradicts our goal and commitment to ETSI. 

In order to support the U.S. FCC mandate for emergency services we cannot put the approval at SMG#29 at risk. Since the modifications mentioned in this section are implications of your comments, we hereby ask you for either 

1) Issuing a recommendation to create a new TS (GSM 08.xx), and a commitment that this new TS can be approved at SMG#29. It should be noted, that the new TS will only contain information extracted from the prior CR to 08.08 and therefore no information not already presented to SMG#28 for information, or
2) Propose another alternative of where to put this information. We feel that GSM 04.71 is not appropriate since GSM 04.71 deals with the signalling interface between MLC-LMU only.

4) 
Impact on MSC for delta timer

It is a consequence of the new signalling procedure that the delta timer value can be passed from MLC transparently to BSS, and thus does not need to be calculated or adjusted by the MSC. As a further consequence of the new signalling procedure, the MSC does not have to measure the time it takes to set up the traffic channel, which was the case in the previous proposal. We hope that this will address your concerns with the delta timer.
Removal of Abort  procedure

We feel that it is advantageous to keep the Channel Information Abort and Channel Information Reset messages. However, according to the new signalling procedure, all messages sent between MLC and BSS will be transparent to MSC. We hope that this will address your concerns with the Abort and Reset messages.

We would like to inform you of our current intentions with regard to output deliverables from our group to ETSI.

Completion of all Phase 1 specifications and associated GSM change requests for approval

Completion of the Phase 2 Stage 1 specification (GSM 02.71) change request for information

SMG#30 – November 8th, 1999

Completion of Phase 2 specification change requests for approval (after appropriate review and revision with relevant SMG STCs)

We have updated our project scheduling and open issues document (GSM 10.71) to reflect these most recent expectations.
The T1P1.5 Rapporteurs will be following up with the applicable STCs to provide them with the changes to the relevant specifications to support the changes referred to above.  In this way, we hope that it would be possible for you to provide us with early comments regarding the suitability of these changes.
