TSG RAN WG3, in particular the Iu SWG, has recently been studying the paging procedures over the Iu interface. R3 now seeks guidance from the experts in SA2 (and CN2) on the mechanisms for co-ordinated paging in UMTS. In particular, R3 has the following questions:

· How does the “paging co-ordination” referred to in 23.20 work in the scenario where the CN comprises “combined” nodes?

· In particular, is the active node asked to send a paging message on behalf of the idle node, or does the active node inform the idle node of the correct RNC? (i.e. is the co-ordinated paging procedure using connectionless or connection oriented paging?)

· Is there any paging co-ordination over the Gs interface? If so, how does it work?

· Does the system architecture allow for a network made up of a mixture of combined and separated nodes? 

R3 would appreciate a quick response with sufficient detail to enable further work on this aspect of the  RANAP specification.
