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Introduction

The TSG-N plenary meeting was held 25 – 27 May, followed by a 1-day SMG3 plenary meeting on 28 May; both meetings were in Sophia Antipolis.

Maintenance of GSM release 98 and earlier

All CRs from N1, N2 & the NSS ad hoc were agreed for forwarding to SMG #29.

CRs to GSM 03.03 and UMTS TS 23.003 to allocate an SSN from the national network range for CAP (as well as allocating a block of SSNs from the national network range for other GSM purposes) were agreed; the CRs to GSM 03.03 were sent to SMG #29 for approval.

In SMG #29, a revised version of the R96 CR for SSN allocation from France Télécom was agreed, to provide for a transition period for changeover from the existing definition of the CAP SSN to the new definition.

SMG #29 approved the CAMEL Phase 2 delta specifications to ETSI INAP CS1 to go for public enquiry, and gave a mandate to a joint SMG/SPAN  meeting to resolve the PE comments and send the resulting specifications for publication.

UMTS Release 99 

The technical feasibility report on the GLR was approved by TSG-N. There was a long debate on whether the GLR should be standardized in 3GPP; the conclusion was that TTC should draft the specifications, which would then be reviewed by N2 to ensure that the introduction of the GLR will have no adverse effect on networks which do not use it. TSG-S decided at their plenary meeting to recommend that TSG-N adopt a work item on GLR requiring a GLR to be fully compatible with old and new non-GLR networks; this would formalise the arrangement proposed by TSG-N.

The technical feasibility report on pre-paging was approved by TSG-N. The work item will be revised to cover the substantive specification work for pre-paging. TSG-N agreed to a recommendation from the NSS ad hoc that the first phase of implementation of pre-paging should not include early call forwarding on busy.

The technical feasibility report on the Super-Charger was referred back to N2 for further discussion and elaboration, particularly on the treatment of more traffic cases and an assessment of the impact on specifications.

SMG3 business

Business in SMG3 was mostly formal; TSG-N has taken over virtually all of the technical work of SMG3. However, in case it is necessary to reactivate SMG3, we re-elected a vice-chairman of SMG3 (Ian Park) and a full complement of WP chairmen. Each SMG3 WP has the same chairman as the counterpart TSG‑N WG.
