3GPP TSG-N WG2 would like to ask 3GPP TSG SA1 for advice on the following issue, relating to triggering criteria in CAMEL Phase 3, for Mobile Originating and Mobile Forwarded calls.

CAMEL Phase 3, stage 1 (DRAFT GSM 02.78, V8.0.0), specifies that for the trigger detection points Collected Info and Analysed Info, triggering criteria may be defined.

The triggering criteria for DP Collected Info consist of, amongst others, a set of maximum 10 numbers (sect. 5.2.1.1).

The triggering criteria for DP Analysed Info consist of a set of maximum 10 numbers (sect. 5.2.1.2).

CAMEL Phase 3, stage 1, also specifies that the total amount of numbers defined for DP Collected Info criteria and DP Analysed Info criteria, shall not exceed 10 (sect. 5.2.1.2).

This requirement (the limit on the total amount of numbers for triggering criteria for both DPs together) is seen as restrictive. Operators may want to define more than 10 numbers for DP Collected Info and DP Analysed Info together.

CN WG2 sees no technical reason for this restriction and would therefore suggest that this restriction be removed from the CAMEL Phase 3, stage 1 specification.
 

The suggested change to document 02.78 V8.0.0 has been included on the following page of this Liaison Statement.

CSI criterion applicable at call setup for subscribed dialled services $(CAMEL3$)

A CSI criterion on the contents of the called number shall be defined for subscribed dialled services. A list of up to 10 called number strings may be defined in the criterion. Each called number string may be in "unknown" or "international" format. Each entry in the called number list has associated with it a CSE identity and a service key which defines the service to be triggered if the criterion is satisfied.


The called number criterion is satisfied if the called number matches a called number string defined in the criterion.

In this test the called number matches one of the called number strings if:

-
the two numbers are in the same format (unknown or international); and

-
the called number is at least as long as the called number string in the criteria; and

-
all the digits in the called number string in the criteria match the leading digits of the called number.
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
