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3GPP TSG Core Networks Working Group 2 (WG CN2) would like to thank the ITU-T SG11 Chairman regarding the information it has received on the current status of IMT-2000 Recommendations.

Within 3GPP WG CN2 the IMT-2000 status information has been presented and raised the following issues:

· Availability of IMT-2000 recommendations

3GPP CN2 noted the intention of ITU-T SG11 to provide IMT-2000 signaling requirement recommendations in 4Q 1999 and IMT-2000 protocol specification recommendations in 4Q 2000. 

· Mobility Management Protocol
3GPP CN2 noted the intention of ITU-T SG11 to develop a new protocol on mobility management between different IMT-2000 family member systems. 3GPP CN2 has the concern that the functionality required to interwork between the 3G MAP and the developed ITU-T SG11 IMT-2000 Mobility Management Protocol should be kept to a minimum. Our main aim is to minimize the loss of functionality for subscribers who roam between systems compared to intra system roaming.

3GPP CN2 understands the need for 3GPP specifications of the 3GPP Core Network to progress the work within ITU-T SG11 and therefore, 3GPP will provide suitable information to the ITU-T SG11. In principle, 3GPP CN2 will provide their draft specifications as soon as possible and preferable before the next meeting of Q.24/11 in September 1999.

· Call and Bearer Control
3GPP CN2 has received information regarding the activities of ITU-T SG11 WP1/11 and WP2/11. Their activity on the Bearer Independent Call Control (BICC) and the Codec Negotiation procedures has been regarded very useful for our out-band transcoder control activities.
3GPP CN2 appreciates the communication of the ITU-T SG11 chairman, and is looking forward to further information exchange between ITU-T SG11 and 3GPP.
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
