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A. Introduction


At last SMG1 it was stated that Call Gaping is not necessary for CAMEL phase 3, the reason was that the gsmSCF is overloaded, it may reject incoming requests. 


However, the following two points shall be underlined:


The rejection of incoming requests at the gsmSCF consumes resources. If the gsmSCF rejects all incoming requests, subscribers may, for certain services such as prepaid, reattempt the call. This will result in a increasing number of incoming requests at the gsmSCF. This has an impact on the gsmSCF as well as on the signalling links. 


Call gaping is not a service issue and can be considered in N2.


B. Proposal


For the above reasons, it is proposed to introduce Call Gaping in the scope of CAMEL phase 3, in order to drop some requests directly at the gsmSSF.


Inter-PLMN call gaping evoked some concerns at the SPS3 joint meeting in April 99 due to security problems. A solution would be to introduce the possibility for a gsmSSF to ignore a Call Gap operation on a PLMN basis.


It is proposed to keep as a base the mechanisms defined for the Call Gap operation in CS2. The discussion could therefore be based on Tdoc N2-99767.
