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RAN WG3 would like to thank CN WG2 for the liaison statement regarding the use of LAC and RAC as part of the CN Domain Identifiers. RAN WG3 would like to inform CN WG2 that even though deciding to use CN Domain Identifiers based on the LAC and RAC, RAN WG3 has not discussed the detailed encoding of the parameters. RAN WG3 would further more like to inform CN WG2 that as a result of the liaison statement from CN WG2 it was decided to adopt the structure and length of the LAC and RAC as described in GSM 03.03. RAN WG3 has further more decided to use the TS 23.003 as a reference from the RAN WG3 specifications for the details of the LAC and RAC. 

Finally, RAN WG3 would like to inform CN WG2 that a change to the CN Domain identifiers has been made based on an observation by SA WG2. SA WG2 kindly pointed out that in order to be compliant with the uniqueness of the RAC, being unique only within one LA, the RAC has to be used together with the LAC. RAN WG3 has therefore decided to use a CN PS Domain identifier based on the PLMN-Id, the LAC, and the RAC. The presently agreed CN Domain Identifiers are thus:

RAN WG3 trusts that these decisions will fulfil the requirement of uniqueness, as described by SA WG2, as well as the issue of structure pointed out by CN WG2.
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
