The improvement proposed in the present contribution aligns the Mobility Management events that may be marked for reporting (in M-CSI) and the Mobility Management events that can actually be reported to the SCP.

This improvement results in more transparent specifications, easier implementation and simplified administration of subscription data in the HLR.

Mobility Management event notification (M-CSI)

This data indicates which Mobility Management events shall be reported to the gsmSCF. It consists of:


· gsmSCF address: This is the address of the gsmSCF where the Mobility Management event notification shall be sent to. The gsmSCF address must be in E.164 format.


· Service Key: The service key is included in the notification to the gsmSCF and indicates to the gsmSCF which Service Logic shall be applied.


· Mobility Management Triggers: These triggers define which Mobility Managements events shall be reported to the gsmSCF. The mobility managements triggers may contain the following elements:



· Location update in the same VLR service area

· Location update to ananother VLR service area

· IMSI attach

· MS initiated IMSI detach (explicit detach)

· Network initiated IMSI detach (explicit/implicit detach)
