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TSG-N2 thank T1P1 for their liaison statement (T1P1/99-137) with the attached CR to GSM 09.02 (T1P1.5-99-445).

We have reviewed the CR, and we have several comments.

First, we agree that the forwarding option “redirection notification to the forwarded-to party” should be struck out from subclause 7.6.3.18.

Second, we note that the CR is based on GSM 09.02 v7.0.0; however the current version of GSM 09.02 is v7.1.0 (the result of CRs approved by SMG #29). GSM 09.02 v7.1.0 includes a CR to correct the error which T1P1.5 identified. As a result, not all of the changes proposed in T1P1.5-99-445 are necessary; specifically the use of the second octet of the Ext-ForwOptions data type has been removed.

Third, we note that T1P1.5 propose additional text to clarify the semantics of the redirecting presentation subscription option and the two code points for this option. We agree that the text proposed for the redirecting presentation option is useful clarification, but we believe that the additional text against the two code points is less useful. 

We would therefore recommend a revised version of the CR, as attached.
