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CN2 thanks SA2 for the information provided on the current work associated with Cell Broadcast Service.

With respect to section one Common Communication Channel in CN and the question asked regarding “2) An appropriated layer 3 protocol has to be chosen (TCP or UDP) per application,” CN2 advises that in the specific case of a Cell Broadcast application as shown in Figure 3, UDP would be sufficient to deliver broadcast messages to the RNC/UTRAN. The assumption being that broadcast messages are unacknowledged and therefore the reliable transmission provided by TCP, with its associated overheads, is not necessary in the context of broadcast transmission. In the generic case shown in figure 1 the choice of TCP or UDP is application dependant where that dependency is based on the requirement for reliable or unreliable transport.

With respect to section two Cell Broadcast Architecture and the as yet undefined interface ? between the Cell Broadcast Center and the 3G-SGSN, CN2 advised that it is now too late in the calendar year for such an interface to be fully defined by CN2 in order to meet the target dates for publication of Release 99 specifications. Therefore, CN2 would like to advise SA2 to consider the protocol specification between CBC and 3G-SGSN beyond Release 99.
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
