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Introduction

This contribution presents the guidelines of handling CRs, which are addressed to the CAMEL Phase 1 & CAMEL Phase 2 Release 97 and Release 98.

CRs to CAMEL Phase 1 & CAMEL Phase 2 R97 or R98 specifications shall be accepted only if they fall into one of the following categories:

(C1)
Essential corrections, i.e. where a frequently occurring successful or unsuccessful case will not work because there is some (as yet undetected) error in the specifications;

NOTE - C1 applies only to cases, which are likely to occur frequently. It is too late to correct errors, which occur only infrequently.

(C2)
Simple Editorial CRs, i.e. spelling corrections, section number corrections, typos etc where there is obviously no impact on implementations;

(C3)
Corrections to incorrect implementation of earlier CRs;

(C4)
Other CRs where the CR is actively supported by all relevant manufacturing companies.

NOTE – a relevant manufacturing company is a company, which manufactures equipment (network entities) which would be affected by the proposed change.

When a CR is presented for approval, the category into which it falls shall be identified. If this cannot be identified then the CR shall be automatically rejected.
