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A. Introduction


Active Location Retrieval (ALR) has been introduced in the scope of CAMEL phase 3 in order to complete the existing AnyTimeInterrogation operation. ALR was defined in GSM 10.78 v3.2.0 as a functionality which: 


"allows the gsmSCF and HLR the option of requesting the VMSC to page the subscriber to retrieve his/her location (e.g. cell ID) at that time, thereby insuring that the information is accurate"


The current mechanism defined in GSM 03.78 is based on the existence of a GMLC. ALR will therefore not be offered in network which do not support LCS. This is not aligned with the original requirement.


B. Proposal


We propose to keep in CAMEL phase the optional solution based on LCS. 


We also propose to re-introduce the solution based on the interrogation of the HLR with existing MAP operations. The impact would be:


Addition of an additional parameter (e.g. "CurrentLocation") in the MAP_AnyTimeInterrogation operation, so that the gsmSCF can ask the HLR for the current location.


Addition of the same additional parameter in the MAP_ProvideSubscriberInfo operation, so that the HLR can ask the current MSC/VLR for the current location.


Study the possibility of paging the subscriber on the receipt of a MAP_ProvideSubscriberInfo operation at the MSC/VLR when the "CurrentLocation" parameter is present.


We therefore ask N2 to take into account that solution for ALR in CAMEL phase 3, and to ask N1 to study the feasibility/impact at the MSC/VLR.
