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1. Current Situation

CAMEL Phase 3 specifies the support of Mobility Management.

The HLR can administer the following Mobility Management events for reporting to the SCP:

· Location Updated

· IMSI Detach

In addition, a location update qualifier may be administered, which specifies which location update types shall be reported: location update in the same VLR service area and/or location update to another VLR service area.

The administration of Mobility Management events for a subscriber may result in the following notifications to the SCP:

· IMSI Attach

· Location Update

· MS Initiated Detach

· Network Initiated Detach

2. Proposal
To simplify the implementation and administration of this feature, the following modification is proposed.

The set of mobility management events that may be armed for reporting is expanded to:

· Location update in the same VLR service area

· Location update to ananother VLR service area

· IMSI attach

· MS initiated IMSI detach (explicit detach)

· Network initiated IMSI detach (explicit/implicit detach)

The above modifications is not a functional change. It is only an explicit itemisation of the mobility management events that may, in accordance with the current specification, be marked for reporting.

The set of mobility management events that may be reported to the SCP is expanded to:

· Location update in the same VLR service area

· Location update to ananother VLR service area

· IMSI attach

· MS initiated IMSI detach (explicit detach)

· Network initiated IMSI detach (explicit/implicit detach)

The above modifications is not a functional change. It is only an explicit itemisation of the mobility management events that may, in accordance with the current specification, be reported to the SCP.

This method results in alignment between the events that may be marked for reporting and the events that are actually reported. It also removes the need for the Location Update Type qualifier in the subscription data (M-CSI).

3. Conclusion
The suggested modification does not alter the functionality for Mobility Management in CAMEL Phase 3 as currently specified.

It results however in more transparent specifications, easier implementation and simplified administration of subscription data in the HLR.
The improvement also results in more transparency between the stage 1 requirements and stage 2 and 3 implementation.

The implementation of mobility management remains in compliance with re requirements as specified in the CAMEL Phase 3, stage 1 document.
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
