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The discussion of N2-99C16, “Introduction of Roaming CSI in CAMEL phase 3”, by N2A agreed to separate the description of the O/T-CSI for better understanding.  Since the original contribution also included the new proposal of the roaming CSI (R-CSI), this contribution has deleted the R-CSI related description and proposes only the separate description of the O-CSI and the T-CSI in the draft 03.78 phase 3 document.

Note by the contributor

The description of the T-CSI is inserted soon after the description of the O-CSI.  As the description of the T-CSI is similar to that of the O-CSI, the whole subclause 4.3.1 was copied as the new subclause 4.3.2 for the T-CSI.  Then the inappropriate descriptions were deleted.  Existing description of “Other CAMEL data” follows as the subclause 4.3.3.
