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The evolution of the MAP protocol results in ever increasing message lengths and segmentation is greatly simplified if White Book SCCP is used.

3GPP TSG-CN WG 2 would like to inform SPAN1 that they intend to mandate support and use of White Book SCCP in the GSM/UMTS network nodes from 1st  July 2001.

SPAN1 are asked to comment on this cutover date and indicate whether the proposed handling is compatible with deployment of White Book SCCP in the other networks.

After this cutover date it is likely that some intermediate networks will still not support White Book SCCP and signalling between some GSM/UMTS nodes will then fail. 3GPP TSG-CN WG2 is considering the need to standardize possible fallback mechanisms at MAP application level to drop back to Blue Book SCCP level, i.e. not use of SCCP segmentation.

SPAN1 are also asked to provide comments and guidance on this issue.
