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1. Introduction

This information flow is invoked only once by the gprsSSF upon termination of a GPRS session or PDP context and has the effect of restoring the remaining charging resources that are left not consumed to the MS account.

This IF is invoked by the gprsSSF to indicate to the gsmSCF the remaining charging resources that are left not consumed by a GPRS session or a PDP context upon its termination.

Sub-Service Key
M
This IE specifies the sub-service key provided by the gsmSCF during a previous provide charging resources GPRS operation related to the given GPRS session or PDP context.

GPRS Event Type
M
This IE indicates the armed GPRS DP resulting in the restore charging resources IF.

MSISDN
M
This IE contains the basic MSISDN of the MS.

IMSI
M
This IE identifies the mobile subscriber.

Remaining Charging Resources
O
This IE indicates the number of remaining charging resources, in credit units, for the given GPRS session or PDP context.

Charging Identifier
C
This IE represents the charging identifier allocated for the PDP context for which the restore IF is invoked. It is mandatory in case the IF is invoked for a PDP context.

M
Mandatory (The IE shall always be sent)

C
Conditional (The IE shall be sent, if available)
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
