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Introduction

The original contents of CAMEL phase 3 were split to R99 and R2000 due to fact that everything could not be done in R99. The remaining features of CAMEL will be completed in R2000. Prior we start working on R2000 we should decide upon the name of the new creature. The possible alternatives are:

· CAMEL phase 3 R2000

· CAMEL phase 4

Proposal

Nokia proposes that the R2000 CAMEL would be called as “CAMEL phase 4”. The reasons are:

· General clarity and easiness of referencing to it. If 3GPP takes the option of calling it “CAMEL phase 3 R2000” then one should always clarify whether he/she talks about CAMEL phase 3 in R99 or R2000.

· The negotiation of CAMEL phases becomes easier both on MAP and CAP. Since CAMEL of R2000 will add a significant amount of functionality, both MAP and CAP protocols must distinguish CAMEL of R99 from CAMEL of R2000. For example, the SCP must know whether the MSC/SSP supports Call Party Handling or not

· CAMEL of R2000 is continuation for CAMEL in R99 in a similar manner as CAMEL phase 2 was continuation for CAMEL phase 1. The history how CAMEL of R2000 evolved is different but the end result is very similar.

Actions needed

· TSG-N2 is asked to send a liaison statement to relevant groups, these include at least S1 and TSG-CN. The LS shall reflect the preference the N2 has selected.

· After the Phoenix meeting CAMEL phase 3 stage 1 (3G TS 22.078) shall be modified so that R99 and R2000 functionalities are marked in appropriate manner, e.g. by using dollar brackets.
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
