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Reason for 
change:

The removal of the destination number check after Connect, raises the need of a simple mechanism by which the SCF instructs the SSF to continue call processing with modified call setup information (e.g. alerting pattern).

It is proposed to include in CAMEL Phase 3 the ContinueWithArgument from CS-2, enhanced with all parameters of Connect except the Destination Routing Address and NA-carrier information.

For the SDLs, the reception of ContinueWithArgument must be added to the gsmSSF process. For the interactions with the BCSMs two approaches exist:

· Introduction of Int_ContinueWithArgument which behaves like Int_Connect except that the destination number cannot be modified.

· Usage of Int_Connect, i.e. after reception of ContinueWithArgument the gsmSSF issues an Int_Connect to the BCSM.

This information flow requests the gsmSSF to proceed the call processing with modified information at the DP at which it previously suspended call processing to await gsmSCF instructions. The gsmSSF completes DP processing, and continues basic call processing (i.e., proceeds to the next point in call in the BCSM) with the modified call setup information as received from the gsmSCF.
