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A few comments on the concepts of activating/de-activating individual TDP’s (Tdoc 0332 and 0333)

(1) Ericsson supports the concept of activating/de-activating individual TDP’s.

(2) I suggest that instead of adding an additional instruction ‘Modify TDP state’, we rather add a ‘qualifier’ for the CSI, eg. ‘TDP indicator’.

In the end, we are not introducing a new kind of instruction here; the instruction is still the same (Activate or De-activate).
Instead, what we want to do is identify what part of CSI shall be activated/de-activated. Therefore I suggest that we include a TDP-indicator in ATM request instead.

This TDP indicator may only be present when the requested CSI is O-CSI/T-CSI/VT-CSI.
If the TDP-indicator is present then the activate/de-activate applies to that TDP only. If the TDP-indicator is not present, then the instruction applies to all TDP’s in that CSI.

If the TDP-indicator is invalid or the CSI doesn’t have that particular TDP, then an appropriate (semantical) error shall be returned.
I think that in this way, the procedure in the HLR, on reception of ATM Request, will be less complex.

Needless to say that a TDP-indicator may only be present if the activate/de-activate instruction is present in ATM. The TDP-indicator shall not be associated with the Notification-to-CSE flag.

I also suggest that we leave the SDL for ‘ATM_Modify_CSI_Data’ as it currently is, but we add a comment box next to the box ‘Modify CSI State’ to explain that it may be a complete CSI that shall be activated/de-activated (SMS-CSI etc.) or a single TDP (in O-CSI etc.) or all TDP’s inside a CSI (in O-CSI etc.).

I don’t think that such behaviour can be depicted easily in SDL!

(3) ASN.1 syntax of AnyTimeModification needs to be modified in accordance with the above suggestions. This TDP-indicator shall be an optional parameter on the same level as requested CSI.
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
