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This contribution proposes a set of rules according to which conditional triggering can be done at DP Analysed Info.

The rules are based on the following principles:

· The triggering result at DP Analysed Info shall be consistent across different visited networks (VMSC) or interrogating networks (GMSC).

· The same number may be dialled in different formats, eg. Unknown (’<IP> 46 8 xxxxx’) or International (‘+46 8 xxxxx’). Both numbers shall lead to triggering at DP Analysed Info, even if only a single number was entered in the trigger table.
(‘IP’ = International Prefix, eg. ‘00’, ‘09’, ‘009’. The IP is country dependent)

· It shall be possible for the operator to include E.164 numbers and non-E.164 numbers (e.g. short code numbers for VPN) in the conditional trigger table.

· It shall remain possible for the operator to define partial number string as criterion. Eg. ‘+46’.
In that case, all dialled numbers in the form ‘+46 xxxxx’ and ‘<IP> 46 xxxxx’ shall lead to triggering.

The rules are only proposed for subscribed dialled services at DP Analysed Info (D-CSI). The rules do not apply to Serving Network based services (N-CSI).

Rules for conditional triggering check at DP Analysed Info

1. These rules apply to a single number check. D-CSI may contain up to 10 numbers for conditional triggering.

2. Number translations and number comparisons shall be performed after removal of Serving Network dependent service selection codes and carrier selection codes.
 

3. If the Number Plan Indicator (NPI) of the address and criterion are different, then the triggering check fails.

4. If address and criterion have the same Type of Number (ToN), then the digit strings shall be compared without translation.

5. If the number translation of address or criterion is not successful, then the triggering check fails for that number.

6. Any change to the address digits or the address ToN is only applicable for triggering check purposes of that number; it shall not affect the further handling of the number analysis, nor shall it affect what is to be sent to the SCP in IDP.

7. Any change to the criterion digits or criterion ToN is only applicable for triggering check purposes of that number.

8. Translation of the address or criterion shall not be done when either the address or the criterion has a ToN other than Unknown, National or International.
Hence, if the ToN of the address and criterion are different and either or both are other than Unknown, National or International, then the conditional triggering check for that number fails.

The following table summarises the translations to be applied to the address and/or criterion in different scenario.
