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The CAMEL phases 1 and 2 specifies mandatory GSM specific parameters to CAP protocol, such as cell-Global-ID, Location Area Identity (LAI). These information elements are not available in 3G UMTS MSC. Therefore R99 CAMEL phase 3 specifies alternative information elements, such as Service Area Identity (SAI) to be used. There is a change of inter-working problems when a 2G CAMEL subscriber roams to 3G UMTS network when the CAMEL Subscription Information (CSI) indicates CAMEL phase 1 or 2. Therefore Nokia wants to discuss the following matters:

1. Is the 3G MSC expected to support CAMEL phase 1 or 2? If yes, then how the mandatory but missing parameters are treated? CAMEL phase 1 and 2 specification changes are out of question.

2. Do we need any health warning or service design advise in the CAMEL specifications?

3. Does the SCP need to know whether mobile locates / is calling in/from a UMTS / GSM area, e.g. for pre-paid purposes?
