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In the SA1 CAMEL phase 4 ad Hoc meeting it was proposed that the CAMEL ph 4 IP telephony (IPT) part of the specification would be in separate documents, and CAMEL ph 4 would be handled in separate working group. This document asks N2 feedback for this proposal.

One possible document structure could be:

1. Stage 1: IPT could be either in the existing 22.078, or in a separate Stage 1 (22.xxx).

2. A separate CAMEL4 IPT stage 2 (23.xxx). This could include:

· Basic call handling, correspondent to 23.018 for CS calls. The CAMEL procedures need to be called from somewhere. Also the impacts of SIP (compared to ISUP) need to be taken care of.

· IPT network reference model.

· A delta document compared to CS CAMEL stage 2 (23.078). Only/mainly the differences would be highlighted.

Possibly the "basic call handling for IPT" and the "Delta document" could be separate specs.

3. The CAMEL stage 3 (29.078) could include both CS and PS parts.

It is very obvious that all companies are not interested in CAMEL control over IPT. Therefore N2 should at least consider splitting of IPT work to a separate working group. At least the following options are possible:

A. N2 takes care of the CAMEL IPT work. However, certain meeting days are allocated for IPT work, e.g. Fridays or Mondays. This could be the starting approach.

B. A separate working group is allocated for CAMEL IPT, e.g. N6. The N6 could take care of 

· Possible separate Stage 1 (22.xxx)

· Stage 2 (23.xxx).

· Pre-processing of 29.078 CRs. The final approval of 29.078 CRs would belong to N2.

After the discussion the following action may take place:

· Allocation of new specification names and numbers (e.g. 23.xxx)

· Setting up of a new work group (Nx), or splitting N2 to N2A and N2B (again).
