CSE related congestion control $(CAMEL3$)

It shall be possible for the CSE to drop or reject either all or some CAMEL interrogations from a V/IPLMN, when the V/IPLMN is the subscriber’s HPLMN, and in case of network dialled service.
In the case where the contact from the V/IPLMN is not confirmed by the CSE, the V/IPLMN shall proceed in accordance with the Default Call Handling, Default SMS Handling or Default Session Handling.

In the case where the congestion control denies the contact to the CSE, the V/IPLMN shall proceed in accordance to the Default Call Handling.
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
