Transportation:

The Swissotel is located 25 km south west of the Beijing Capital International Airport and can be reached via the Airport Expressway and Second Ring Road. Driving time is 20-30 minutes depending on traffic conditions. 

Please note: It is not advised to take a taxi ride that is offered to you in the arrivals hall of the airport, as they commonly ask between US$10 and US$50, they don't have meters and are not licensed.  Instead look for the official yellow taxis, and there are several stages at which you can pick them up. Taxis regularly serving the airport charge between RMB 2.00 and RMB 3.00 / km - about RMB 80 to the down town area. 

It is recommended that transportation be arranged prior to arrival in Beijing.  A shuttle from the airport is RMB60 ($7.00 USD), and may be prearranged by calling the hotel at +86 10 6501 2288 prior to arrival in Beijing.

Private limousine service is also available.  Please contact the hotel for rates and availability.
Rental Car and Parking Information: 

Rental car and parking information will not be provided, as renting a car is strongly discouraged.  Driving is extremely difficult (and therefore dangerous) for foreigners, so it is recommended that other modes of transportation be used.
