There is an incorrect handling of the Connect operation in case of a forwarding notification in the VMSC. The current situation is the following:

Procedure CAMEL_MT_VMSC_Notfiy_CF is used by process ICH_MSC, sheet 5 (23.018) if forwarding data are received from the VLR. The result of CAMEL_MT_VMSC_Notify_CF is the following:

· If Int_Continue or Int_Continue_With_Argument is received from the gsmSSF, the procedure returns “Result = Continue”, which leads to invocation of Call Forwarding by process ICH_MSC.

· If Int_Connect is received from the gsmSSF, the procedure returns “Result = Reconnect”. CF is not invoked in this case.

This is independent of the destination number received in Connect. However, if the Connect operation contains the called MSISDN as destination number, Call Forwarding must be invoked as in the case of the Continue or CWA operation.

Therefore a check of the destination number must be made in procedure CAMEL_MT_VMSC_Notfiy_CF.
