The CAMEL Alerting procedures are incorrect:

· Procedure CAMEL_OCH_MSC_Alerting uses the procedures CAMEL_OCH_MSC_DISC1 and CAMEL_OCH_MSC_DISC2, which correspond to the detection points O_Disconnect for leg 1 and leg 2. 
This is incorrect, because O_Disconnect can only occur after answer. The detection points O_Abandon, O_Busy, Route_Select_Failure, O_No_Answer must be used instead.

· The same error is contained in procedures CAMEL_MT_MSC_Alerting and CAMEL_CF_MSC_Alerting .

In addition, an Answer message can be received while processing is suspended at DP_O_Term_Seized or at DP_Call_Accepted. This has also impact on 23.018, a correction of 23.018 is provided in a separate change request.
