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To prevent a control/monitoring relationship to be established with a CSE at DP3 for NP calls because of the fact that one such relationship already exists when the NP call is invoked. 
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 For NP calls,there is already a relationship with gsmSCF.So,the variable CSE_Dialogue_Exists is initialized to true for NP calls so that a new control/monitoring relationship is not established at DP3.
