An examination has found the possiblity of two or more dialogues due to the same subscribers whose VT-CSI is active at that time. Following scenario explains the problem.

1. After a VT-CSI Trigger upon TDP12, the gsmSCF might at first perform a CAMEL-CF e.g. because of considering the subscriber status, i.e. it routes the call to a new subscriber C. In addition the SCP may arm DP Disconnect_B-side in Request Mode.
2. Assume that C answers and goes onhook after a while. This is then notified to the SCP as DP Disconnect in Request Mode. As reaction, the gsmSCF might connect the call now to the original called subscriber B.

3. Following the specifications 3GPP TS 23.018 and 23.078, this is again handled as a CAMEL CF. i.e. interrogation is performed and the call is routed to the VMSC (Which is most likely the same MSC as before.) and IN is again triggered upon the B-subscribers VT-CSI.
This conclusion is not properly defined in the specifications.

Handling of mobile terminating calls in the VLR

The functional behaviour of the terminating VLR is specified in 3GPP TS 23.018 [3]. The process specific to CAMEL is specified in this subclause:

The behaviour specific to CAMEL is:

the inclusion of the O-CSI and/or D-CSI parameter in the Send Info For Incoming Call ack if the call is to be forwarded and O‑CSI and/or D-CSI is included in the subscriber data for that subscriber in the VLR;

the inclusion of the suppression of announcements parameter in the Send Info For Incoming Call negative response if it was received in the Provide Roaming Number.
