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Reason for change:

Process CSA_gsmSSF does not take into account the possibility that a leg (not leg ID 1) can be reconnected on disconnect or unsuccessful call establishment.




Summary of change:

Changes to Process CS_gsmSSF so that the leg status report message is only sent if a reconnect will not happen. Changes to Process CSA_gsmSSF so that the LegIDx_state is set to Set-up on receipt of a Connect message for that leg. 




Consequences if

Process CSA_gsmSSF will clear the LegID of the leg to be reconnected, hence the Connect message will not be allowed!
