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Reason for change:
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It is allowed to a SCP to request all information relative to call fowarding supplementary service (e.g. SS-Code set to “allForwardingSS” or “allCondForwardingSS”) or all information relative to call barring service e.g. SS-Code set to “allBarringSS” or “barringOfOutgoingCalls” or barringOfIncomingCalls”) for a given subscriber.

But information relative to ONE SS-Code is allowed in the response.
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It is proposed to restrict the allowed SS-Code to a single CF type (either CFU or CFB or CFNRc or FCNRy) or single CB type (either BAOCor BOIC or BOIC-exHC or BAIC or BOIC-roam)
