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TSG CN WG2 is working hard to approach the completion of CAMEL4 (Rel-5) for the target data March 2002 TSG and a great amount of work has been done so far. However, the following situation still remains as the hindrance against the completion in a short time;

· Still a lot of corrections to CAMEL3 (R99 and Rel-4),

· Still a lot of input needed,

· Still a lot of open issues to be resolved for some features in CAMEL4,

· Still possibility of adding/removing service requirement (stage 1 in SA1) in CAMEL4.

This situation endangers the stability of the current draft specifications and the collective CRs which CN2 has developed so far. To resolve above issues, the author sees the need of more time to call the CAMEL4 items "satisfactorily stable".

On the other hand, the dead line of most (not all, if appropriate) Release 5 specification is set to March 2002. Once the formal release is done by 3GPP, the specification is entitled to MCC change control. This does not provide the CN2 participants with any benefits.

As CN2 has worked "step by step" and/or "forth and back" on the CAMEL4 items, it is easily foreseen that CN2 faces inconvenience if their change request shall be approved only if the change request is considerably stable. No "tentatively agreed" proposals would be accepted for the basic agreement.

Proposed action:

1. The release data be postponed until TSG CN#16 plenary (June 2002).

2. The decision by this group is reported to TSG CN#15 plenary to request for the exceptional treatment for the Release 5 specification.

3. Request CN#15 Plenary to send a LS to SA to request not to add any more features within CAMEL4.

4. Planned CN2 editorial clean up meeting be re-named to "CPH ad hoc" to proceed with the call party handling to resolve a number of open issues, otherwise postpone the meeting itself or cancel it.
