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	The procedure for handling HSS notification of CSI change is missing. 
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	This CR proposes the IM-SSF procedure for handling notification of HSS changes on subscriber’s IM CSI data.
The proposed solution is to use the same procedure used in the Circuit Switched Core Network for Notify Subscriber Data Change as specified in 23.078 for notifying the gsmSCFs of a change on the CSI data in the HLR.  For IM CN subsystems, this procedure is being extended for notifying the IM-SSF of the subscriber change. 

This means that on the HSS/HLR, the IM-SSF address will be included in the list of gsmSCF addresses to be notified for CSI changes This also means that the same HSS/HLR procedure for Notify Subscriber Data Change to the CSEs (as specified in 23.078 for CS CN) can be used for notifying the IM-SSF of subscriber data changes.  

Also, this CR does not require a change to ASN.1 format of the MAP NSDC operation.  However, the text descriptions in stage 3 specification 29.002 shall be modified to indicate use of the MAP NSDC operations for IP Multimedia CN subsystems.

Included in this CR is a new SDL procedure CAMEL_IMCN_HSS_Update_CSI.

5.1.1a  Handling of Notify Subscriber Data Change 
When the HSS updates the CSI for a subscriber in the IP Multimedia CN subsystem, the HSS shall send a Notify Subscriber Data Change to the IM-SSF.  Changes of CSI data shall be notified to the IM-SSF only if the CSI is marked with the Notification Flag, and the IM-SSF address is included in the gsmSCF address list provisioned for all CSIs at the HSS. 
The HSS procedure for sending the Notify Susbcriber Data Change to the IM-SSF is basically the same procedure used for notifying the gsmSCFs in the Circuit Switched CN. This procedure is described in Procedure CAMEL_NSDC_HLR specified in TS 23.078.
The procedures specific to IM-SSF’s handling of the Notify Susbcriber Data Change is specified in this subclause:
