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1. Overall Description:

TSG CN WG2 is currently drafting CAMEL-IMS interworking document in 23.278. In this, CN2 has assumed that the HSS is the equivalent entity to the HLR so long as CAMEL is concerned, e.g. in the following procedures;

-
Notification to CSE of change of subscriber data
-
Supplementary service invocation notification to CSE
-
Any time interrogation
-
Any time modification
These procedures are well specified between the HLR – gsmSCF interface, and CN2 is now trying to apply these procedures to the HSS – gsmSCF interface. The work includes the stage 2 information flows and the stage 3, most likely MAP protocol, specifications.

Some members in CN2 have an opinion that the new description is needed, although the existing HLR – gsmSCF interface specification may be duplicated with some modification ("HLR" replaced by "HSS"), because the HSS is a different entity from the HLR anyway, while some other members have another opinion that the existing procedures have already covered the HSS – gsmSCF interface because the HSS includes the HLR functionality and the HLR-part in the HSS faces the gsmSCF. 

There is also a question in CN2 whether there is already the HSS – gsmSCF interface (relationship) defined.

Non-unified view, or lack of knowledge, in CN2 causes a hindrance of the CAMEL-IMS specification work effectively.
