Should we have a separate list of abbreviations for operations – but this is a stage 3 issue – open issue: do we want this separate this abbreviations list? Sumio will check for the abbreviations off-line. Vesa asked if we should apply the principle to ISUP. We'll leave the SDLs as they are. We choose Information Flows as the format, not operations or messages. Sumio will handle this off-line. In section 4.2.1.1 second bullet, we will leave it as "DP" not "EDP". In table 4.1 change from SIFIC to SRI is technical. No objections to changing it here.

Rogier asked about GMSC/MSC – we shouldn't use the / as a replacement for "or" so GMSC/gsmSSF means "culmination of". Agreed as a principle.

· We won't refer to exact SDL processes or procedures in the descriptions, just to the entities.

· We don’t have sub-parameters, just parameters that contain parameters.

General issues: Christian said that the gsmSRF will be a "normal" SRF which is why we haven't specified it too much. It may be tricky to introduce new SRF states.

For speed, we won't discuss the editor's notes.

The wording for the gapTreatment needs further study – over lunch.

Christian doesn't like the "successful execution of the operation" for Disconnect Leg. Ruth said it aligns more with the SDL proposals, so we keep it as Rogier proposed.

CSA_gsmSSF will be written as "CSA_gsmSSF FSM" (FSM is  used where applicable) not CSA FSM or CSA_FSM.

Open Issue: Pre-condition for ERB needs to include complete list of DPs and applicable states.

Usage of Location Number in IDP is an open issue.

RNC/ENC will not be corrected in the draft specification as they are still open issues.

P&CUI: Rogier will check if "digit string" is used in stage 2, if so, these changes can be kept, if not then the changes will not be incorporated.

Section 13.1.1 Christian believes the change in the second paragraph is a technical change. Hence the change from "detected" to "reported" is out of scope (and shaded pink in the revision).

General principle for parameters is "if present" will be removed.

Section 13.13 Vesa asked why Tssf sometimes starts upper case and sometimes lower case. In ASN.1 we use tssf as a constant value. Tssf is the name of the timer.
