After receiving a notification from the S-CSCF for a UE’s registration within the IM Core Network, the IM-SSF shall send a MAP ATSI request to the HSS/HLR indicating the request for all IM CSI data.The HSS/HLR shall then return all IM CSI data provisioned for the subscriber in the ATSI response message.
