Process CSA_gsmSSF uses Int_Release_Call_Segment for two purposes:

1) To indicate that an empty CS shall be released

2) To indicate that all legs within a CS shall be released, and that CS shall also be released.

However, the second purpose is also the aim of Int_Release_Call.

We propose that Int_Release_Call is used to indicate that all legs within the CS, and the CS, shall be released and that Int_Release_Call_Segment is used to indicate that an emprty CS shall be released.




Summary of change:

When CS_gsmSSF receives Int_Release_Call_Segment, it transits to the Idle state.

When CSA_gsmSSF receives Abort, it checks if:

1) CSID1 exists

2) CSID1 contains more than one leg

3) Default Call Handling is continue

If all these conditions are met then Int_Release_Call is sent to all Call Segments except CSID1. If at least one of these conditions is not met then Int_Release_Call is sent to all Call Segments.
