Reason for change:

There is currently a discrepancy between the definition of the "ScfID" and "CorrelationId" in Eastablish Temporary Connection (ETC) and the definition of these parameters in ISUP Initial Address message (ISUP IAM).

ITU-T Recommendation Q.763 (99) allows the copying of said parameters from CAP ETC to ISUP IAM. There are dedicated parameters in ISUP IAM to carry the Scf Id and Correlation Id. Refer to the "For Information" section of the present CR for an indication of the length of these elements in ISUP IAM.

A problem may occur in practice due to the fact that ISUP IAM specifies a minimum length of 3 octets for these parameters, whereas CAP specifies a minimum length of 2 octets for these parameters.

The result may be:

· an initiating gsmSSF rejects CAP ETC when ScfID or CorrelationID has a length of 2 octets; or

· the initiating gsmSSF pads the 2 octet of ScfID or CorrelationId with a leading octets (e.g. 00H), which may in turn be misinterpreted by the assisting gsmSSF or gsmSCF, when receiving Assist Request Instructions (ARI); or

· market-specific corrections are needed.

CAP should provide a clear guidance to Service Logic designers that these parameters in ETC shall have a minimum length of 3 octets.

The present CR proposes that CAP specifies that Service Logic designers shall use a minimum length of 3 octets for CorrelationId and ScfID in ETC.

· Specify in the ASN.1 definition of CorrelationId that when this parameter is used in ETC, it shall have a minimum length of 3 octets;

· Specify in the ASN.1 definition of SCFId that when this parameter is used in ETC, it shall have a minimum length of 3 octets.




Consequences if 
(

not approved:
· The establishment of temporary connections may fail at the initiating gsmSSF, at the assisting gsmSSF or at the gsmSCF (when receiving ARI).

· Necessity for designers of initiating gsmSSF or assisting gsmSSF to make market-specific corrections to cope with 2-octet CorrelationId or ScfID.
