ConnectToResource procedure

9.9.1
General description

This operation is used to connect a call from the IM-SSF to a specialized resource. When the ConnectToResource request is received, the IM-SSF waits for CAP PlayAnnouncement or CAP PromptAndCollectUerInteraction, before setting up the MRFC connection via the SIP INVITE method. After successful connection to the MRFC, the interaction with the caller can take place.

Responding entity (IM-SSF)

Normal procedure

IM-SSF precondition:

(1)
A control relationship has been established.

(2)
The IM-SSF is in the state "Waiting for Instructions".

IM-SSF postcondition:

(1)
The call is switched to the MRFC.

(2)
A control relationship to the MRFC is established.

(3)
The IM-SSF moves to the state "Waiting for End of User Interaction (WFI)". TSSF is set.

NOTE:
The successful connection to the MRFC causes a state transition in the MRFC FSM from "Idle" to "Connected".

9.9.2.2
Error handling

Generic error handling for the operation related errors are described in clause 8 and the TC services which are used for reporting operation errors are described in clause 12 in TS 29.078 [11].
