When the gsmSCF creates a new call or a new party to an existing call with an ICA operation, the LegID=2 may be used, also according to TS 23.078.

Similarly, a LegID > 2 may be also created as a result of a CON operation due to service interwork. For example, a call leg initially created by ICA could result in a busy condition at the user side. If armed, this busy condition could be reported to the gsmSCF that could request the connection of the call to another destination.

In the section 4.1.5.2: the LegID = 2 shall also refer to the case when it is created as a result of CWA operation after an ICA operation.
LegID > 2 shall also refer to the case when the creation of a leg, initiated by an ICA operation, is completed by a CON from the gsmSCF.

LegID = 1 shall always refer to the Calling Party, more specifically that party in the call present when InitialDP is sent to the gsmSCF;

LegID = 2 shall always refer to a Called Party, more specifically a party in the call created as a result of the Connect, Continue or ContinueWithArgument operation or a party in the call created as a result of the ContinueWithArgument operation following an InitiatedCallAttempt operation;
· LegID > 2 shall always refer to a Called Party, more specifically a party in the call created as a result of the ContinueWithArgument operation following an InitiateCallAttempt operation, or a party in the call created as a result of the Connect operation, whereby the call leg was initially created as a result of the ContinueWithArgument operation following an InitiateCallAttempt operation.
