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INTRODUCTION

During discussions on Alcatel's Tdoc N2-030028 (CR 23.078-486r2 "Implementing and handling of the Outstanding Request Counter"), it became clear that we need to make some principle decisions on how the Outstanding_Requests variable is affected on receipt of a Continue / Continue With Argument / Connect.

Continue does not contain any information elements.

For Continue With Argument, there could be different handling depending on whether the CWA contains LegID, CSID or neither.

For Connect, there could be different handling depending on whether or not the Connect message contains the LegToBeConnected.

PROPOSAL

The table below shows a first guess on the impact each IF will have on the Outstanding_Requests for Legs and Call Segments.

Continue
Outstanding_Requests := 0 for all legs

(or decremented by 1?)
no change

Continue_With_Argument (LegID)
Outstanding Requests := Outstanding Requests – 1 for that LegID.

No change to any other LegIDs.
no change

Continue_With_Argument (CSID)
no change
Outstanding_Requests := 0 for that CSID.

Continue_With_Argument (neither LegID or CSID)
Outstanding Requests := 0 for all LegIDs
no change

Connect (LegToBeConnected)
Outstanding Requests := 0 for that LegID

No change to any other LegIDs
no change

Connect (no LegToBeConnected)
LegToBeConnected is assumed to be LegID2.
no change
