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1. Overall Description:

The change of position procedure in subclauses 5.12 and 6.12 in 3GPP TS 22.078 is the activity, in CAMEL Phase 4 Release 5, of the VPLMN (VMSC) which reports every change of position (handover) of the mobile terminal to the CSE (gsmSCF), if this activity is instructed by the CSE. The CN2 has been working to complete the stages 2 and 3 specifications based on the stage 1 specification. All the stage 2 and 3 realisation have been completed since long before.

Recently a concern was raised in the CN2 that, if all the handover should be reported, the signalling load would be drastically increased as handover frequently occurs in nature.

The CN2 is uncertain if such a consequence has been considered within SA1. The CN2 assumes that the very intention, or background, by SA1 when the procedure was introduced might be to offer somehow special tariff to the mobile terminal located in or entered into a certain area, GSM/UMTS system or network. If this assumption was correct, then the instruction by the CSE (arming the DPs) would better include the target location as the criterion to be reported.

The CN2 has reviewed the proposals of change in the stages 1, 2 and 3 by Siemens in the assumption above. Those proposals are very good and easy implemented and, more, saves signalling loads. However, all the conclusion shall be done after SA1 decision.

If the attached CR, or improved one in line with the CN2's concern, is approved by SA1, the CN2 is ready to approve the stage 2 and 3 CRs at the earliest meeting.
