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For Enhanced Dialled Services also re-connect is applicable.

Considering that currently, the triggering ocurs in the following order: O‑CSI, D‑CSI and then  N‑CSI, the following re-connect shall apply: in the case of re-connect if EDS occured on a D‑CSI the re-connect handling shall not issue a second concurrent D-CSI dialogue again, similarily during an EDS due to N-CSI there shall be no second concurrent D-CSI nor N‑CSI dialogue.
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Check within the Dialled_Services SDL what dialogue is ongoing.
