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1. Overall Description:

At their last meeting CN2 has discussed the requirements of the "Criteria for "change of position" procedures" contained in the SA1 approved document S1-030727 CR for Release 6. This CR indicates changes to subclause 5.12 and 6.12.

To continue their work on stage 2 and stage 3 CAMEL specifications CN2 has come to the following understanding of the requirements / assumptions in the following:

- The main intention of the criteria is that the CSE is informed when the mobile station is changing one of the following borders:

- to change from one cell to another cell

- to change from one service area to another service area

- to change from one cell to a service area or vice versa

- to change from one location area to another location area

- to change from one system to another system (inter-system handover)

- to change from one PLMN to another PLMN (inter-PLMN handover)

- To indicate the change from one MSC to another MSC (inter-MSC handover) is due to change of cell, service area or location area.

- For the change of location of a cell, location area or service area the CSE will indicate the corresponding ID of the location, i.e. the cell id, location area id or the service area id. 

- For a change of location (i.e. from source location to target location) the CSE may indicate the id of the source location or the CSE may indicate the id of the target location. CN2 assumes that if the CSE indicates a location that for both cases if the subscriber changes out of that location (as source location) or if the subscriber changes into that location (as target location) the VPLMN will do the reporting of change of location.

- The CSE can indicate upto 10 of the changes mentioned above to the VPLMN. E.g. it may indicate: inter-system handover, inter-PLMN handover and e.g. 8 cell ids.

- If one of the criteria are met the CSE will be informed, i.e. the criteria are enabling. 

- If the CSE indcates multiple time the same criterion, this is accepted by the VPLMN and has the same effect if there would be only one.
