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Due to introduction of DP Anaylsed Info in Phase 3 there is more information to be stored in O-CSI.

This impacts all procedures dealing with O-CSI:

1. data update in the VLR (Insert Subscriber Data procedure),

2. handling of Optimal Routeing of  late call forwarded calls (Resume Call Handling procedure), 

3. Any Time Subscription Interrogation, 

4. Any Time Modification and 

5. Notification on Change of Subscriber Data 

The amount of data for Analysed Info DP only can be assessed as follows:

10 x (criterion + gsmSCF Address + Service Key + Default Call Handling) = 10 x (11 octets + 11 octets + 6 octets + 2 octets) = 10 x 30 =  300 octets
For comparison the volume of O-CSI data (without Analysed Info DP data) can be assessed as follows:

10 x criterion + 2 x (gsmSCF Address + Service Key + Default Call Handling) = 10 x 11 + 2 x (11 + 6 + 2) = 148 octets
It was decided to define the data for Analysed Info DP as part of the O-CSI.

This means, that O-CSI is now a data unit to be handled as a whole. In detail this means:

1. an extra data must be relayed whenever data for Analysed Info DP only are requested – up to 148 octets
2. an extra data must be relayed whenever data of the resto of O-CSI is needed – up to 300 octets
3. impossibility to restrict delivered information to non-Analysed-Info-DP part or only-Analysed-Info-DP part for ATSI and NCSD, i.e. delivery of up to 448 octets instead of up to 300 or 148 octets respectively

4. impossibility to specify whether the change of Analysed-Info-DP data or other O-CSI data shall trigger the NCSD

5. problems with total O-CSI data length extending the amount that can be transmitted in one SCCP message, i.e. user level segmentation will be required for ISD, ATSI and NCSD

To prevent escalation of the problems with coding, data selection and transmission we propose to 

· reconsider the decision to have data relevant to Analysed Info DP contained in O-CSI and 

· to opt for separate CSI for Subscribed Dialled Services.
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
